MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 14, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 14th day of November, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Bart Mills led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 9, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #803-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #804-06.  Supplemental appropriation to the General Fund #1001.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the board authorize this supplemental for the General Fund #1001-contingency with an original appropriation amount of $350,000.00 and a new appropriation amount of $475,000.00 for an increase of $125,000.00.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #805-06.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage to a vehicle operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
A supplemental payment was received from CORSA for damage to a 2004 Ford Wheelchair Accessible Van operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD, Claim No:  0110016559 in the amount of $22,499.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #806-06.  Approve presentation of duty weapon to Deputy Matt Rumer upon his retirement.
Deputy Matt Rumer retired from employment at the Allen County Sheriff’s Office on September 15, 2006.  Sheriff Dan Beck has requested that Deputy Rumer be presented with the last duty weapon he carried during his employment with the ACSO for a token consideration of $1.00.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #807-06, approve the employment of a part-time attorney in the legal department.  Lisa Merkle, Director, is requesting that the Board approve the employment of William C. Emerick as a Part-Time Attorney in the Legal Department of the Allen County CSEA.  Said employment will be effective November 14, 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Allen County Engineer’s Office, Nathan Davis, presented the following:

1. Request to accept bid and enter into contract for the construction of the Girl Scouts of Appleseed Ridge, Inc. Ditch Project #1237.  Written communications has been received from Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, requesting to accept the bid from Good Land Development in the amount of $8,784.00 for the construction of the said ditch.  Bids were also received from J & M Excavating, Inc. - $9,597.00 and from J & A Construction in the amount of $12,000.00.
C. Bruce Wells, Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request authorization to proceed with arrangement to acquire funds for various ditch projects.  The following ditch related projects have been approved for construction and require funding:  Gaskill, Moening, Girl Scouts, Ottawa River, Lammers, Warrington, and the Airport Ditch.  The total amount required to complete construction for the said ditches is $970,000.00.  Of this, $50,000 would be used to pay down existing debt for engineering on the Gaskill and Moening Projects.  The Pike Run project is set for a reconvened final hearing this week.  If that project is approved, an additional $800,000 will be required, $121,000 of which will be used to pay down existing engineering debt.
D. Allen County Juvenile Court, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #808-06, authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Youth Services for the Allen County Juvenile Court Liaison Project.  Julie Norberg, Allen County Juvenile Court, is requesting that the Board authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Dept. of Youth Services for the Juvenile Court Liaison Project.  The requested amount is $11,075.00 with a cash match amount of $1,231.00 for a total grant amount of $13,306.00.  The funds will be used to contract with the Family Resource Center for a Behavioral Healthcare Specialist to perform assessments, linkages and screenings for youth involved at the Allen County Juvenile Detention Center.  This grant is effective January 1, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
E. Allen Economic Development Group, Marcel Wagner, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #809-06, authorize modification to the existing Enterprise Zone Agreement with Greater Ohio Ethanol, LLC.  On December 9, 2004 the Board adopted Resolution #831-04, entering into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with Greater Ohio Ethanol, LLC.  Marcel Wagner is requesting that the Board modify the agreement changing the existing name from Greater Ohio Ethanol, LLC to GOE Lima LLC.  This change is necessary to allow GOE Lima LLC. to secure funding.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
