MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 15, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 15th day of November, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Bruce Wells, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved by Commissioner Reiff and Commissioner Sneary as submitted.  Commissioner Bassitt abstained from the vote.
Action Items:
Resolution #685-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #686-05.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the principal and interest payment on the Southwood Waterline and Berryman Waterline bonds.

This is an increase in the appropriation for the Southwood Waterline Fund of $4,370.00 and to the Berryman Waterline Fund in the amount of $9,600.00.  This is necessary to the payment the principal and interest on the bonds for both projects.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #687-05.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation to the Hazard Mitigation Planning Grant Fund.  This is an increase in the appropriation of $3,450.00.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #688-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Stoops Freightliner for the purchase of a 2006 Single Axle Chassis Dump Truck.  Four bids were received with the lowest, responsive bidder being Stoops Freightliner in the amount of $64,296.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #689-05.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Replacement Project.   This is an increase in the appropriation of $310,000.00 for a new appropriation of $570,000.00.  This is for the final engineering of the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #690-05.  Authorize to enter into a contract with Arcadis-FPS, Inc. on final design engineering services for the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Project.   Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the November 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is in an amount not to exceed $565,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into an agreement with AEP-Ohio Power for electrical services for the Allen County Administration Building and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.   AEP has provided a proposal of overhead service on the north side of the existing access drive at a cost of $10,281.28.   AEP also provided a proposal of underground service on the north side of the existing access drive of $25,915.00. The department is gathering additional information for this project.  The preference of the department at this point is leaning towards the underground service.    The department would like to have AEP extend the service to the buildings on the south side of the existing access drive, thus resulting in an additional pole on Cole Street at a cost of approximately $2,000.00.  
B.  Bruce Wells, Spokesman for the Children Services Building Committee, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into contract with Garmann Miller for architectural and engineering services.  The Children Services Board solicited for RFQ’s for the renovation of the Brown Building at 123 West Spring Street.  Five responses were received and reviewed by members of the CSB Building Committee, Management and Dana Sterling from Building and Grounds.  The responses were scored and reduced to three.  After interviewing the three firms, the Building Committee recommends a contract with Garmann Miller at a rate of 8.75% of the construction cost.  This is recommendation is being put before the CSB Board at their meeting tonight.

C.  Connie Lowry, Juvenile Court, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #691-05, authorization to submit a grant application to the Department of Youth Services for the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant.  This is a continuation grant to be utilized to contract with professional counselors to assist youth at the Day Treatment Facility at the YMCA.  The total project is $14,144.00, which $12,730.00 is federal funds and $1,414.00 is a cash match.  The cash match monies will be paid for from another grant.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
