MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 17, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 17th day of November, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Blaine Brock led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #692-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #693-05.  Authorize Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. to begin Phase IV of the Eastown Road Improvement Project.

Mark Stockman, Deputy County Engineer, presented this request at the November 10, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This is for the detail design of Phase IV, which consists of SR 117 to Elm Street.  Total compensation is an amount not to exceed $118,075.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #694-05.  Authorize a contract with Garmann Miller, Architects and Engineers, for design services related to the renovation of the Brown Building, 123 West Spring Street, on behalf of the Children Services Board.

Bruce Wells, representative for the Children Services Board Building Committee, presented this request at the November 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
A Resolution of Appreciation was presented to Judy Linder in the County Engineer’s Office – Tax Map Division for her 30 years of service to the County.  Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, also presented Ms. Linder with a plaque.
Blaine Brock, Auglaize Township Trustee, addressed concerns that he and the other two (2) Auglaize Township Trustees had in reference to the Allen East Sewer Project.  Brock stated that he had a better idea as to the length of the sewer and where the sewer runs.  He questioned why the sewer district was proposed into Auglaize Township but not the sewer line.    Commissioners stated that the project starts at the school and runs north to Lafayette.  The residents that were affected were notified.    At this point, no other area is being proposed for this project. If someone wanted to petition separately to add to the project, the project would allow this to be done but the process would start over.  It could not be amended to this project.  Brock questioned as to why the district was drawn south, in which he believed included Napoleon Road and Clum Road.    When the project was proposed, it had to be viewed on what would be more feasible – going into Lafayette or Harrod.   The Board of County Commissioners doesn’t initiate the process.  This is either requested by a property owner or is EPA mandated.     The project currently doesn’t impact Auglaize Township at this point.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
