MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 22, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 22nd day of November, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the November 17, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #695-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #696-05.  Authorize warrants of advance for the Allen County Board of MR/DD.

These advances are to return funds that were advanced from the General Operating Fund of MR/DD.  

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #697-05.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation to the Allen County Board of MR/DD.

This an increase of $3,500.00 to Equipment – Family Resource Services; $35,121.00 to Contract Services – MR/DD Administration – General Fund; and $490.00 to Material & Supplies – ODE Grant ’05 – MR/DD Cafeteria.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #698-05.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Bible and Mumaugh Roads fund.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $100,000.00 to Principal – Bible Road Improvement Project and $250,000.00 to Principal – Mumaugh Road Improvement Project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #699-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer to return a portion of an advance to the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035.  

This is the transfer of $100,000.00 from the Findlay Road Phase II to the Sanitary Engineer Surplus Fund.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #700-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035 to the County Water Fund 5036.

This is the advancement of $5,500.00 to cover the final bond payment for the St. John’s Waterline.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #701-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfer for various departments.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #702-05.  Authorize reclassification/correction of transfers made from the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund to Capital Improvement Projects.

There have been advances that were misclassified as transfers and should be reclassified as advances to facilitate the return of said funds to the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund 5035.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #703-05.  Authorize a waiver of a portion of the lease payment for the month of December, 2005 from Cory, Meredith, Witter, Rumer and Cheney.  

The office of Cory, Meredith, Witter, Rumer and Cheney has had to be inconvenienced for several months due to problems with a leaking roof.  The Board has therefore authorized to waive a portion of their lease payment in the amount of $4,203.82 for the month of December, 2005.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to authorize a resolution to proceed with the construction of the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Project for Jackson Township, Allen County Sewer District, Allen County, Ohio.  Kayatin stated that the five-day waiting period has passed to receive written objections and endorsements for said project.  Thirteen objection letters and two support letters have been received out of 36 possible parcels.  Kayatin proposed to the Board to proceed with the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Project construction of the sewer system.

B.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #704-05, authorize Change Order #2 with Suever Stone Company for the FY’04 Formula Grant – City of Delphos – Street Improvements Project.  Change Order #2 results in an increase of $1,754.00 for quantity adjustments.  The new contract amount is $43,086.00.  Said change order has been recommended by the project engineer, Poggemeyer Design Group, and approved by the City of Delphos who will be responsible for payment.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

     1.    Request to adopt Resolution #705-05, authorize the amendment of a contract with The Allen County Board of MR/DD for the administration of the Help Me Grow Program for FY’2005.  This amendment to the contract is for the reimbursement of books from the Dolly Parton Imagination Library for children in families eligible for Help Me Grow Services and for those eligible children in the preschool program at Marimor.  Total increase to the contract is $9,350.00 for a new contract amount not to exceed $445,780.00.  Said contract shall be effective November 23, 2005 through June 30, 2006.    Esther Baldridge, Superintendent of MR/DD, stated that this is an example of working with the private sector and the creative use of utilizing TANF monies.  Bev Prueter, United Way, stated that they started with 750 children from birth to five years of age.  They are currently serving 3,600.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #706-05, authorize the amendment of a contract with Downes, Hurst & Fishel, Attorneys at Law, for labor relations services.  This is an increase in the contract of $10,000.00 for a new contract amount of $15,000.00.  Said contract shall be effective November 23, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Keith Cunningham, Board of Elections, addressed the Commissioners about the mold situation at the Board of Elections as a result of an e-mail received from Commissioner Sneary. Cunningham submitted to the Clerk of Board copies of correspondence regarding the mold, copies of which are attached hereto and made a part hereof.  The first piece of correspondence submitted referred to a study of the facilities.  Cunningham referred to paragraph B as it related to air quality and health concerns.  The second piece of correspondence was to the Board of Commissioners dated January 14, 2004, copied to Dana Sterling, indicating problems at the Board of Elections.  The third piece of correspondence was a study performed by DMD Environmental, Inc. which concluded three types of mold, in which one of the molds is one of the most dangerous types there are.   The study also suggested tiles being replaced, removal of carpet and drywall.  Cunningham also stated that he advised maintenance as to when it would be convenient within the office to perform work.  Cunningham also submitted a copy of a letter from the Department of Public Health, in which the letter stated that no one should live or work where mold growth is visible.   

Commissioner Sneary stated that because the Board had not been contacted about the mold situation as of late, that the issue had been resolved.  Sneary felt that the Board of Elections should have communicated months ago that the issue had not been resolved.  Sneary stated that neither he nor the Board takes the situation at the Board of Elections for granted.  They are currently working on getting the situation resolved.  Sneary also stated that there are other issues that the Commissioners address on a day to day basis.  Sneary asked that his e-mail to Cunningham also be part of the record of this meeting, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof.  Employees at the Board of Elections also addressed the Commissioners as to health issues as a result of the mold.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
