MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 30, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 30th day of November, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Marcel Wagner led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 28, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #849-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the General Fund #1001.
The Allen County Auditor requested that the Board approve a supplemental appropriation for the General Fund #1001 with an original appropriation amount of $211,000.00 and a new appropriation amount of $215,652.00 for an increase of $4,652.00 in Account #00500517-170005.  Also for Account #00503017-170005 in the General Fund #1001 with an original appropriation amount of $131,399.00 and a new appropriation amount of $137,772.00 for an increase of $6,373.00.  This supplemental is necessary because overtime was accrued by the accounting department for current year support and implementing of MUNIS for various departments.  The DP salary increase is necessary to pay overtime earned by DP staff in the planning, running, wiring, programming systems and other work on the implementation of the Recorder’s computer system.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #850-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Airport Authority Fund #1040.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board approve a supplemental appropriation for the Airport Authority Fund #1040 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new total appropriation amount of $435,000.00 for a total increase of $435,000.00.  This is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #851-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Bridges Fund #8076.
Mary Early, Family & Children First Council has requested that the Board approve a supplemental for the Bridges Fund #8076 with an original appropriation amount of $9,000.00 and a new appropriation of $9,345.00 for an increase of $345.00.  This is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #852-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Gaskill Ditch Fund #4229.
Bruce Wells, Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office has requested that the Board approve a supplemental appropriation for the Gaskill Ditch Fund #4229 with an original appropriation amount of $40,000.00 and a new appropriation of $80,000.00 for an increase of $40,000.00.  This is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #853-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the DRETAC Prosecutor Fund #2015.
Juergen Waldick, Allen County Prosecutor has requested that the Board approve a supplemental appropriation for the DRETAC Prosecutor Fund #2015 with a new total appropriation amount of $25,500.00 and a new appropriation amount of $31,550.00 for an increase of $6,050.00.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #854-06.  Renew the Aviation Insurance Policy through Webb Insurance Agency.
A proposal was received from Webb Insurance Agency for the renewal of Allen County’s Aviation Helicopter Insurance coverage.  The renewal coverage is for one year beginning November 30, 2006 through November 30, 2007 at a premium of $18,055.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #855-06.  Authorize the Allen County Health Insurance rates for the Allen County Health Department for 2007.
Resolution #803-03 dated October 23, 2003 approved participation in CEBCO to provide county employee’s health insurance.  The new rates for 2007 are as follows:

Resolution #857-06.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage to the Allen County Airport.
The Board of County Commissioners has received a payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage at the Allen County Airport which consists of repairs to A, B and Corporate hangars, Claim No: 0110016206 in the amount of $41,749.01.  This is the third payment received for damages to the airport, which was a result of the wind storm on June 22, 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
