MINUTES OF DECEMBER 5, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 5th day of December, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Lisa Merkle led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the November 30, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #858-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Camp Avenue Water Fund #4505.
Bruce Wells, Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, has requested that the Board approve a supplemental for Fund #4505 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $15,000.00 for an increase of $15,000.00.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #859-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Safe Neighborhood Grant Fund #2808.
Sherry Buettner, Administrative Director for the Allen County Adult Probation Department, has requested that the Board approve a supplemental for Fund #2808 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $4,894.47 for an increase of $4,894.47.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #860-06.  Approve a Re-Plat for Monticello Phase 3 in Shawnee Township.
On the 6th day of April, 2004, the Board approved by Resolution #238-04 the Final Plat for Monticello Subdivision – Phase I and on the 29th day of March, 2005 Resolution #158-05 was also passed approving the Final Plat for Monticello Subdivision – Phase II.  Sheldon Engineering & Surveying, Inc. is now requesting that the Board approve the re-plat for Monticello Phase III in the S.E ¼ Section 9, the N.W. ¼ Section 15, the N.E. ¼ Section 16, and part of a vacated street and re-plat of lots 29985 and 29991 in Monticello phase II, Shawnee Township, Allen County.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #861-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #862-06.  Authorize a funding agreement between the Allen County Regional Airport Authority and the Allen County Commissioners for payment of a note to fund hangar improvements.
The Allen County Regional Airport Authority Board has requested that the Commissioners approve and proceed to secure a $435,000, five year note to fund $303,000 for various improvements to the airport hangars and to pay off an existing ten year note in the principal amount of $132,000.00.  A note for the funding has been secured and a Funding Agreement has been prepared and presented by bond counsel whereby the Airport Authority will pay all principal, interest and costs associated with the note from their operating income.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #863-06.  Authorize the issuance of $132,000 Airport Improvement Refunding Notes and authorize the execution and delivery of a Funding Agreement with the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.
This item was discussed at the November 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  It is declared necessary to issue and sell bonds of Allen County in the principal sum of $132,000 and maturing over a period of not to exceed twenty (20) years from the date of their issuance, for the purposes of refinancing an outstanding bond anticipation note originally issued to the purpose of making hangar improvements at the Allen County Regional Airport and paying the costs of the issuance of the bonds.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #864-06.  Authorize the issuance of $303,000 Airport Improvement Notes and authorize the execution and delivery of a Funding Agreement with the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.
This item was also discussed at the November 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting. It is declared necessary to issue and sell bonds of Allen County in the principal sum of $303,000 and maturing over a period of not to exceed twenty (20) years from the date of their issuance, for the purposes of refinancing an outstanding bond anticipation note originally issued to the purpose of making hangar improvements at the Allen County Regional Airport and paying the costs of the issuance of the bonds.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #865-06.  Authorize the issuance of $435,000 Airport Improvement Notes and authorize the execution and delivery of a Funding Agreement with the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.
This item was previously discussed on November 7, 2006 as well.  The Board has now adopted two (2) separate resolutions authorizing the issuance of notes for the purposes explained previously.  Now it is necessary to issue and sell bonds of Allen County in the principal sum of $435,000 and maturing over a period not to exceed twenty (20) years from the date of their issuance, for the purposes of refinancing and outstanding bond anticipation note originally issued for the purpose of making hangar improvements at the Allen County Airport and making additional hangar improvements as well and paying costs of issuance of bonds.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #866-06.  Authorize the issuance of $1,266,000 of Ditch Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2006-D.
This item was previously discussed at the November 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  It is necessary for Allen County to improve its storm water system by constructing and installing the Gaskill Ditch storm water improvement project in an amount estimated at $220,000, the Moening Ditch at an estimated cost of $46,000 and the Pike Run Ditch estimated at $1,000,000, all of which are to be funded by the levy and collection of special assessments against benefited property.  Therefore, it is necessary for the County Auditor to issue a certificate of the bonds.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #867-06.  Authorize the issuance of $115,000 of Ditch Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2006-B.

It is necessary for Allen County to improve its storm water system by designing and engineering the Lammers Ditch storm water improvement project in an amount estimated at $40,000, the Warrington Ditch estimated cost of $25,000, the Colucci Ditch estimated cost of $30,000 and the Airport Ditch estimated cost of $20,000, all of which are to be funded by the levy and collection of special assessments against benefited property.  Therefore, the Board is instructing the County Auditor to issue the certificate for the bonds in the amount of $115,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #868-06.  Authorize the issuance of $564,000 of Ditch Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2006-C.
This item was also discussed at the November 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  It is necessary for Allen County to improve its storm water system by constructing and installing the Girl Scouts Ditch storm water improvement project in an amount estimated at $14,000 and the Ottawa River storm water improvement project in an estimated amount of $550,000, both of which are to be funded by the levy and collection of special assessments against benefited property.  The County Auditor is instructed to issue his certificate for bonds in the amount of $564,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #869-06.  Authorize the issuance of $1,945,000 of Various Purpose Ditch Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2006.
This item was previously discussed at the November 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting as well.  The Board has now adopted three separate resolutions which authorized bond anticipation note issues in an aggregate principal amount of $1,945,000, for the purpose of providing funds to improve the County water system by designing and engineering for the Lammers, Warrington, Colucci, Airport, Girl Scouts, Ottawa River, Gaskill, Moening, and the Pike Run Ditches.  The Board will now combine the three separate note issues into one (1) single note issue to achieve certain cost savings.  The Board is requesting that the County Auditor issue a certificate for the bonds in a total amount of $1,945,000.00
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Lisa Merkle, Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1. Request to renew an agreement with Hold-It System.  This agreement will be effective December 1, 2006 thru November 30, 2007 at a cost not to exceed $570.00.  Hold-It Systems provides the CSEA with recordings of informative messages in regards to child support while clients are on hold.

2. Request to renew an agreement with Paul Basinger.  This agreement is effective January 1, 2007 thru December 30, 2007 at a rate of $23.00 per hour with a total contract value not to exceed $25,000.00.  Paul will investigate and obtain service of process on Title IV-D related cases.

3. Request to renew an agreement with Maximus, Inc.  This License and Maintenance Agreement for the use of the Program Expenditure Tracking System (PET) will be effective January 1, 2007 thru December 31, 2007 at a cost not to exceed $2,050.00.  Maximus will provide the CSEA with any updates or modifications to the system and correct any problems with the system software.  Telephone advice concerning the system’s operation is also included in this agreement.
B.   Lynn Shock, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into contract with Commercial Images.  This contract will be effective December 12, 2006 thru May 31, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $7,000.00.  Commercial Images will provide marketing to dislocated workers through the ACCENT One-Stop Employment & Training Center.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
Nancy Recker, OSU Extension, presented the America Saves Program.  America Saves is based on a Nation-Wide Program America Saves Social Marketing Campaign.  This basically encourages all Americans to save money.  Nancy stated that her organization is starting an Allen/Auglaize Saves Program.  Next week, Nancy and fellow members will be meeting individuals involved with financial institutes in both Counties.  They also invited stake-holders whose clientele will benefit from this program and eventually help us expand.  The entire purpose of the program is to get people to save money by involving financial institutions in our County to offer fee free savings accounts for people who enroll within Allen & Auglaize Counties.  People interested in this program should have some sort or goal in mind such as saving to purchase a vehicle or education or even retirement.  Nancy said that in today’s society most people don’t save money, they live from paycheck to paycheck and are in debt.  There are no income requirements for this program and it is eligible for any one 13 years of age or older.  The average college student is at least $3,000 in debt by the time they have completed their second year in school.  The program is geared toward stopping unnecessary spending and if you get into the habit at a young age, it will be easier for someone to keep those same saving habits as adults, resulting in being able to have money for retirement without spending it before you actually retire.  December 12, 2006 is the first meeting with financial institutions around the area who are willing to participate and by the end of February, 2007 or early March the program will kick off the Allen/Auglaize Saves Campaign.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
