MINUTES OF december 8, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 8th day of December, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Ms. Williamowski led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the December 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as follows:  Commissioner Sneary, Yes; Commissioner Reiff, Abstain; and Commissioner Bassitt, Yes.
Action Items:
Resolution #736-05. Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #737-05.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for an accident involving a 2005 Ford Crown Victoria in the Sheriff’s Office.

Total loss for said vehicle was in the amount of $4,279.28, less a $2,500 deductible, for an insured loss of $1,779.28, with an additional supplemental payment of $105.89.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #738-05.  Authorize Change Orders #3, #4 and #5 (Final) from Maintenance Unlimited, Inc. for the Delmar Addition/Glenn Avenue Sewer Improvement Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the November 29, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Total increase of change orders is $30,696.13 for a new contract amount of $811,507.32.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #739-05.  Authorize termination of current agreement and enter into a new agreement Securus Technologies, Inc.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the current agreement with Securus Technologies, Inc. fna Evercom Systems, be terminated and a new agreement be entered into.  Under the new agreement, Securus Technologies will provide to the county additional services as it relates to the inmate telephone system as well as increase the commission rate to the county from 40% to 44%.  Said contract shall be effective December 8, 2005 through December 7, 2010.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #740-05.  Authorize a contract with Waste Management of Ohio Inc. for various county buildings.

Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds Superintendent, presented this request at the December 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Said contract shall be for a period of 3 years, commencing January 1, 2006 with a 5% maximum increase annually for the second and third year.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #741-05.  Authorize funds for repairs to a property located on N. McDonel, Lima, Ohio under the Ohio Housing Trust Fund/Community Housing Improvement Program.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the December 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #742-05.  Authorize funds for repairs to a property located on Seriff Road, Shawnee Township, under the Ohio Housing Trust Fund/Community Housing Improvement Program.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the December 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #743-05.  Authorize the re-appointment of Wilbert Cason and Bruce Wells to the Allen County Children Services Board.

Said re-appointment is for a term commencing January 1, 2006 and expiring December 31, 2009.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services,  presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #744-05, authorize to enter into contract with Small World Child Development Center.  This contract is for the provision of daycare services commencing January 1, 2006 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #745-05, authorize an amendment to a contract with the Lima Community Church of the Nazarene dba Noah’s Ark Child Care Center and Preschool.  This is an increase to the contract of $50,000 for a new contract amount not to exceed $115,000.00, effective December 9, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
3. Request to adopt Resolution #746-05, authorize an amendment to a contract with Kosha’s Kinder Kare.   This is an increase to the contract of $75,000 for a new contract amount not to exceed $185,000.00, effective December 9, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
4. Request to adopt Resolution #747-05, authorize to enter into contract with the Lima-Allen Council on Community Affairs.  Due to increase of TANF dollars, DJFS is able to supplement the heating program that is currently in place at LACCA from 175% to 200% poverty level.  This program serves over 2,000 households, in which 85% that benefit from this program are working people.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
5. Request to adopt Resolution #748-05, authorize an amendment to a contract with Kendra’s Kindercare Center for the provision of daycare services.   This is an increase in the contract of $75,000 for a new contract amount not to exceed $185,000, effective December 9, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
