MINUTES OF DECEMBER 14, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 14th day of December, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Assistant Clerk of the Board, Amy Kahle.
Marcel Wagner led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #883-06.  Authorize a contract with W.E. Stilson Group, LLC for the Camp Avenue Waterline Improvement Area Project.
Stephen Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, has requested approval to enter into contract with W.E. Stilson Group, LLC for professional engineering services for the Camp Avenue Waterline Improvement Area Project at a cost not to exceed $7,700.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #884-06.  Accept Addendum No. 1 to the contract with Communique’ Productions, Inc. to provide Leadership Development Training within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.
Pursuant to Resolution #155-06, dated March 16, 2006, the Board approved to enter into contract with Communique’ Productions, Inc. to provide Leadership Development Training within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department at an amount not to exceed $15,240.00.  This amendment No. 1 will increase the amount of the contract by $11,450.00 for a new contract amount of $26,690.00 for additional training to complete the self directed work team’s process for the frontline staff for the Engineering Department.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #885-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Federal HAVA Grant Fund #2097.
Keith Cunningham, Board of Elections, has requested this supplemental for the HAVA Grant Fund #2097 with a total original appropriation amount of $5,035.52 and a new total appropriation amount of $25,688.02 for a total increase of $20,652.50.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #886-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Several transfers were requested as follows:  Becky Saine, County Administrator requested a total of $105,005.00 be transferred from the General Fund #1001 to transfer savings from the 2007 Parking Garage Management due to the contract decreasing, to provide operating revenue to Homeland Security and to cover payroll shortage for the remainder of 2006.  Kathy Hubbard, Civic Center, requested that $2,000.00 be transferred from VMCCC Fund #2872 – Medical Premiums to the PERS Account to balance appropriations for year end.  Dr. Gary Beasley, D.O, Allen County Coroner, requested that $15,230.00 be transferred from the General Fund #1001 – Contingency Account to the Coroner Physician Services Account to pay for current invoices.  Judge Richard Warren, Common Pleas Court, has requested that a total of $497.20 be transferred from the General Fund #1001 to cover a shortage for the remainder of 2006.  Becky Saine requested that a total of $14,413.31 be transferred form the Dog & Kennel Fund #2005 to cover a shortage for the remainder of 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #887-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General – Miscellaneous OFS – Transfer Out Fund #2990 to the Homeland Security – Transfer In Fund #2091.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that $60,000.00 be transferred from the Misc. OFS Transfer Out Fund #2990 to the Homeland Security – Transfer In Fund #2091 to provide operating revenue.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #888-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #889-06.  Authorize the execution of a Memorandum of Agreement between the State of Ohio Office of Information Technology and Allen County. 
Written communications have been received requesting that the Board enter into a Memorandum of Agreement between the State of Ohio Office of Information Technology (OIT), through the Ohio Geographically Referenced Information Program Office (OGRIP) and the County of Allen.  OGRIP & Allen County desire to develop a system that uses and maintains a shared GIS database to support governmental activities of their respective jurisdictions and combine monetary and human resources, share common information and agree upon relationships of mutual support to best achieve these ends.  This MOA is being made effective retro-active to March 27, 2006 in the amount of $86,415.72.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #890-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund #5035 to the R & I Fund #5435.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board approve a transfer in the amount of $130,000.00 from Fund #5035 to Fund #5435 to fund equipment acquisition and repairs for the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #891-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the federal HAVA Grant Fund #2097.
This is the second supplemental requested by Keith Cunningham for the HAVA Grant Fund #2097 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $25,897.51 for an increase of $25,897.51.  This supplemental is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #892-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund #5035 to the American II WWTP Fund #5406.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board approve an advance in the amount of $50,000.00 from Fund #5035 to Fund #5406 to cover current invoices for the American II WWTP design project in anticipation of the receipt of loan proceeds.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #893-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Operations Fund #5034 to the Surplus Fund #5035.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board approve a transfer from Fund #5034 to Fund #5035 in the amount of $400,000.00 to move revenue from operations to the Surplus Fund to fund various departmental projects.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request authorization to donate equipment to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.  The Allen County Engineer’s Office is requesting permission to donate a 1991 Ford L-8000 and a 1972 Ferguson Tandem Roller to the Allen County Airport.  The 1991 Ford can be used to plow snow off of the runways and the tandem roller can be used to flatten the grass off the runway as well.  The Airport is in need of this equipment and the County Engineer’s Office feels that this is an opportunity to help that political sub-division by giving them this already heavily used equipment.
3. Request to declare scrap aluminum obsolete for County use and authorize the sale of same to Randy Stienbrunner.  The scrap aluminum signs are used and now beyond repair.  Five Bid Proposal Forms were received for the purchase of the aluminum.  The low bid was accepted from Randy Steinbrunner in the amount of $1,241.00 per ton of aluminum.
B.   Allen County Economic Development Group, Marcel Wagner: presented the following:

4. Request to adopt Resolution #895-06, renew an agreement for economic development services.  The Board has previously adopted a resolution dated July 15, 1993, to establish an Office of Economic Development for the purpose of development and promotion of plans and programs designed to assure that Allen County resources and efforts are efficiently applied and coordinated with State and local governments for properly balanced economic growth within the Community.  Becky Saine has been appointed to be the Director of Economic Development for Allen County and has been authorized by the Board to enter into an agreement with the Allen Economic Development Group (formerly the West Central Ohio Development Board) for economic development services.  By Resolution #23-06 dated January 12, 2006, the Board renewed the existing agreement for one year from January 1, 2006 thru December 31, 2006, at the same cost.  Marcel Wagner, AEDG, is now recommending and requesting that the Board approve the renewal for the said agreement at the same annual cost of $243,504.00 with a term commencing January 1, 2007 and ending December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
Brian Rockhold, Allen County Board of Education and David Stein, Valero, were present to discuss the Board of Education Renovation and Updates.  Brian stated that there are currently two renovation projects underway at the Allen County Educational Service Center located at 1920 Slabtown Road.  The first project is the renovations of the building itself.  The Board of Ed moved to this location just over one year ago and they are currently occupying the new structure.  Since then, they have added on to the garage, there are now three classrooms and additional office space.  The second project is the addition of a new playground which is intended for the pre-school class.  Valero donated $10,000.00 to the Board of Ed for the completion of the playground.  David Stein, Valero, said that there were no expenses related to the delivery and construction of the playground.  Jim Robertson and Rick Wells, construction workers for Valero, were some of the few employees who helped with the playground.  A kind teacher even brought food for these workers while they were constructing the playground site.  Bill Degen, Degen Excavating, Inc. donated labor and materials as well.  David said that at Valero, it is there goal to give back to the community.  They have a committee of employees who meet once a month and are informed about events and projects that are in need of donations.  The council of employees then evaluates each project and determines where to donate the monies.  One requirement to receive donations from Valero is that the organization must provide services to children with disabilities.  David also said that the $10,000 that was donated to the Board of Education is seed money.  It escalates around the community and they can see results from that are rewarding.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
