MINUTES OF DECEMBER 18, 2007 AGENDA MEETING
Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of December, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Bart Mills led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the December 13, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #896-07.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #897-07.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #898-07.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General Fund 1001 to the Eastown Road Construction Fund 4708.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested a transfer in the amount of $75,000 for the purpose of transferring above the amount set aside in the 2007 budget for the repayment of the Eastown Road Widening Project debt.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously with Commissioner Sneary abstaining from the vote.
Resolution #899-07.   Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General Fund 1001 to the EMA Fund 2091.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested a transfer in the amount of $90,000 to cover the annual operating deficit of the EMA fund.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #900-07.   Authorize a warrant to return funds advanced to the Ramser Ditch Fund 4245 from the General Fund 1001.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested a warrant of transfer in the amount of $20,000 to return monies that were advanced from the general fund to the Ramser Ditch Fund 4245 pursuant to Resolution #263-07.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #901-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Thayer Road Fund 4709.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a decrease in the appropriation of $1,000,000.00 for a new appropriation of $700,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #902-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Baughman Ditch Fund 4198.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a decrease in the appropriation of $232,000.00 for a new appropriation of $18,000.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #903-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Colucci Ditch Fund 4243.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a decrease in the appropriation of $220,000.00 for a new appropriation of $30,000.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #904-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the WWC CIP Fund 5405.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a decrease in the appropriation of $750,000.00 for a new appropriation of $218,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #905-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Shawnee I & I Fund 5408.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a total decrease in the appropriation of $700,000.00 for a new appropriation of $292,743.71.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #906-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Sanitary Engineer Surplus Fund 5035.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a total decrease in the appropriation of $1,400,000.00 for a new appropriation of $1,976,800.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #907-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Sanitary Engineer Operations Fund 5034.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a decrease in the appropriation of $250,000.00 for a new appropriation of $1,882,454.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #908-07.  Supplemental appropriation for the Sanitary Engineer Administration Facility Fund 5409.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested a decrease in the appropriation of $200,000.00 for a new appropriation of $40,191.24.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #909-07.  Declare scrap aluminum signs obsolete and of no value to the Allen County Engineer’s Office and authorize the sale of same.

Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, requested to declare scrap aluminum signs obsolete and to authorize the sale of same to Randy Stienbrunner at a rate of $1,260.00 per ton.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:  
A.    Bruce Wells, Business Manager,  presented the following:
1.   Request to authorize the establishment of a deposit account with JP Morgan Chase to escrow retainage for a contract with Peterson Construction, Inc. for the construction of the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant.    To comply with the contract, an interest bearing escrow account for the deposit of the contractor’s retainage must be obtained.

B.    Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, requested the following:

1. Request to approve Change Order #1 – Final from Hume Supply, Inc. for the FY’06 Formula Cairo Flood & Drainage Project.  A contract was awarded to Hume Supply, Inc. in the amount of $42,869.  The contractor has completed the project and has submitted Change Order #1-Final for a net decrease of $2,081.50 for a new contract amount of $40,787.50.  The grant allocation for this project was $37,000 with the Village of Cairo being responsible for the balance of the contract.

2. Request to authorize the advertisement for proposals and qualifications for activities related to the FY’08 Formula Grant.   Every three (3) years, the county is required to receive request for proposals for the assistance of grant preparation, environmental review, technical assistance and fair housing activities.

Jim Morrisey, LJB, Inc., requested the following:

Request road name change for the east/west portion of Hartzler Road.    Mr. Morrisey spoke on 


behalf of the University of Northwestern Ohio.  Morrisey stated that Hartzler Road currently runs 


both north/south and east/west.    It is being proposed to change the name of the east/west portion 


of Hartzler Road to Racers Way.  Ron Meyer, Allen County Engineer’s Office, has reviewed the 


request and the County Engineer’s concurs with this request.  It has been determined that the 


current layout of Hartzler Road could pose a challenge to adhere to the county’s address grid 


layout due to the road configuration.    The American Township Trustees have been contacted and 


to date, do not see a problem with the name change.
