MINUTES OF DECEMBER 19, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 19th day of December, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Russ Decker led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 14, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #896-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #897-06.  Declare scrap aluminum owned by the Allen County Engineer’s Office obsolete for County use and authorize sale of the same.
Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager for the Allen County Engineer’s Office, requested that the Board declare scrap aluminum signs that are beyond repair obsolete for County use.  Bid proposal forms were received from the following three (3) individuals:  Randy Stienbrunner, Howells Wrecking Yard and B & G Auto & Recycling, Inc.  All of which who assume an interest in purchasing the aluminum.  The highest bid was awarded to Randy Stienbrunner in the amount of $1,240.00 per ton of aluminum.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #898-06.  Approve a donation of equipment to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.
Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, has requested that the Board approve the donation of a 1991 Ford L-8000 and a 1972 Ferguson Tandem Roller to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority who is in need of this equipment and this is an opportunity to help that political subdivision by donating this already heavily used equipment.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #899-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Several transfers were requested as follows:  Becky Saine, County Administrator requested a total of 24,500.00 be transferred within the General Fund #1001 to the Indigent Defense Accounts to cover outstanding bills.  Tony Stechschulte, Auditor’s Office, requested a total of $792.31 be transferred within the General Fund #1001 to the PERS Account to cover a negative balance.  Barb Showalter, Commissioners Office, requested a total of $798.03 be transferred within the General Fund #1001 to the Office Account to pay a service contract.  Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, requested a total of $1,597.58 be transferred within the General Fund to the PERS & Medicare Accounts to cover a negative balance.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #900-06.  Renew a contract with Infinisource COBRA Compliance Systems, Inc. for COBRA Administrative Services.
Nicole Ward, Health Insurance Committee Chairman, has requested that the Board accept and renew the contract for the administration of COBRA services at a cost not to exceed $3,450.00 for a period commencing January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #901-06.  Set date, time and place for the Establishment of Kill Road in Marion Township.
The Allen County Engineer’s Office is requesting that the Board establish a centerline and right-of-way width for Kill Road from Landeck Road (CR24) to State Road (CR 84) Marion Township.  The Allen County Engineer’s Tax Map Office has made a serious search to find any existing records on Kill Road and NO RECORDS WERE FOUND.  The view for the said project will be January 17, 2007 @ 10:30 a.m. on Kill Road and the first hearing will be February 19, 2007 @ 11:00 a.m. in the Allen County Courthouse.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:

Allen County Engineer’s Office, requested the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #902-06, set date, time and place of the view and first hearing for the Crites Petition Ditch #1244.  A request was received from Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, to set the date, time and place of the ditch view for January 18, 2007 at 10:30 a.m. on Agerter Road, east of Kemp Road, Shawnee Township and to set the date, time and place of the first hearing for January 30, 2007 at 10:30 a.m. at the Amanda Township House, 690 South Conant Road, Spencerville, Ohio.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:


1.   Request to adopt Resolution #903-06, authorize the posting of a “Public Notice of Finding of No 


Significant Impact on the Environment – Combined Notice” in conjunction with the Camp 


Avenue Waterline – FY’06 Formula Project.   An environment review is required for this FY’06 


Formula project that involved a waterline extension on Camp Avenue, American Township.  


Publication of the notice is required as is a comment period on the intention to complete the 


project.  The folder will be in the Commissioner’s Office thru January 4, 2007 for review and 


comment. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2.   Request approval of Change Order #1 with Suever Stone for the FY’05 Formula Grant – City of 

Delphos Street Improvement Project.   The Board of Commissioners previously approved the 
award of a contract to Suever Stone Company in the amount of $44,900 for the City of Delphos, 
FY’05 Formula Street Improvement Project.  The contractor has presented Change Order #1 – 
Final reducing the contract by $3,886.70 for a new contract of $41,013.30.  The grant portion of 
the project was $33,000 and will not be impacted by the change.
C.   Russ Decker, Homeland Security, presented the following:

1. Request to employ Dave Webb as a Temporary Part-Time employee for calendar year 2007.  Dave Webb has served as Deputy Director within the department for the past four years.  This is a request to re-employ Mr. Webb as a Temporary Party-Time employee for 2007.
D.   Marcel Wagner, Allen Economic Development Group, presented the following:

       1.     Request to adopt Resolution #904-06, enter into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with 
Wannemacher Enterprises, Inc. and declare the same an emergency.    Mr. Wagner stated that this 
EZ agreement will allow Wannemacher Enterprises, Inc. to construct a new facility on Harding 
Highway in Perry Township.  The Perry Township Trustees and the school board have given 
approval of same.  The agreement will be 60% - 10 year abatement on real estate taxes only.     
Greg Wannemacher from Wannemacher Enterprises, Inc. stated that the new construction will 
consist of a 300,000 square foot distribution center.  This will allow Wannemacher Enterprises, 
Inc. to expand business in order to enhance their growth.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, stated that he received an e-mail from EPA regarding the 1% loan funding application that was submitted for the replacement of a treatment plant.  The loan amount of $10 million has been approved which will result in a cost savings to the county.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
