MINUTES OF december 20, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of December, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Russ Decker, EMA led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #768-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #769-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #770-05. Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Juvenile Court.
This is an increase in the appropriation of $$12,756.81 for a new appropriation of $72,756.81.  This supplemental is necessary for reimbursement for the fire damage at Juvenile Court.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #771-05. Authorize the re-appointment of Dr. Jon Rockhold, Dr. Chris Crawford and Mr. Mark Malone to the Allen County Regional Transit Authority (RTA) Board of Trustees.
Dr. Jon Rockhold will be re-appointed for a one year term effective November 25, 2005, Dr. Chris Crawford will be re-appointed for a two year term effective December 20, 2005, and Mr. Mark Malone will be re-appointed to the Allen County Regional Transit Authority Board of Trustees for a three year term effective October 20, 2005.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #772-05. Authorize the re-appointment of Mr. Jon Neuman and Mr. Lyle Gilbert to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority Board.
Mr. Neuman and Mr. Gilbert were both re-appointed to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority Board for a five year term effective November 1, 2005 through October 31, 2010.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #773-05. Authorize the employment of Eastman & Smith Ltd., to act as a legal agent for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.
Ohio House Bill 304 was introduced in 2005, eliminating the ability to certify delinquent sewer and water charges to property owner tax duplicates, and creating circumstances under which liens may be created and action at law commenced to collect unpaid water and sewage, and other service rates and charges owed to local authorities.  A coalition of public water and sewer districts has been organized in opposing the Ohio House Bill 304.  Eastman & Smith Ltd., will be hired to act as the County’s legislative agent in opposition of House Bill 304 for a contract price not to exceed $1,500.00
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #774-05. Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Allen County Water Fund 5036 to the St. John’s Waterline Bond Fund 3300.
This is the advancement of $550.00 to clear a negative balance in the St. John’s Waterline Bond Fund.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #775-05. Authorize to allocate and encumber funds and issue payment to The City of Lima from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.
The City of Lima has submitted a request for the allocation, encumbrance and payment of funds in the amount of $25,264.00 to pay the remaining balance for the resurfacing of various State routes within the city.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #776-05. Authorize “Then and Now” Purchase Orders for various departments..  

County agencies and Departments are required to obtain purchase orders from the County Auditor certifying the availability of funds for the procurement of goods and services prior to the commitment of payment.  Due to a variety of circumstances, invoices are occasionally presented to various County Departments for payment with dates that precede the issuance of a purchase order by the County Auditor.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #777-05. Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Family & Children First Council. 

This is an increase in the appropriation of $21,000.00, for a new appropriation of $125,500.00.  This additional appropriation is needed to pay expenses for year end.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #778-05. Authorize the re-appointment of Angie Herzog, Chris Pfister, and Jed Metzger to the Workforce Policy Board.
Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, has requested that the Board of Allen County Commissioners reappoints the following three individuals to the Workforce Policy Board:  Angie Herzog for a three year term effective from January 20, 2006 thru January 19, 2009, Chris Pfister for a three year term effective January 20, 2006 thru January 19, 2009 and Jed Metzger for a three year term effective December 1, 2005 thru November 30, 2008.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #779-05. Authorize to enter into one (1) Sewage Conveyance Agreement with The Village of Cairo, Ohio for the transport of sewage from the Lake Cody Campground to the Allen County Sewer District.  The owners of Lake Cody Campground are being required by the OEPA to abandon their existing private on-site wastewater treatment plant, and connect to the nearest public sanitary sewer collection system.  The owners of Lake Cody Campground will undertake the cost of construction, operation and maintenance of a pump station and force main to convey waste to The Village of Cairo’s collection system.  The Mayor for the Village of Cairo has signed to enter into a Conveyance Agreement with The Board of County Commissioners to provide the transport of wastewater from Lake Cody Campground to the Allen County Sewer District.
2. Request to adopt a resolution authorizing the 2005 10-Year Capital Needs Assessment Report, Capital Improvement Program and Sewer rate Schedule for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.  The Allen County Sanitary Engineer has requested approval to establish a 10-year sanitary sewer rate schedule increasing the existing sanitary sewer bill from $75.00 per quarter to $155.00 per quarter in 2013.  The Capital Improvement Program outlines $40 million of capital improvements to comply with state-federal mandates, and replace deteriorating infrastructure as the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department is unable to fund or finance the Capital Improvement Program.  There was a 30 day comment period where individuals could voice their opinions about this issue.  Out of 8,000 customers, the Sanitary Engineering Department received approximately a dozen calls.  Most of the comments have been in regards to the fixed income customer being unable to afford the increased rates.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Russ Decker, EMA, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt an amendment to the Allen County 9-1-1 Operations Plan.  Due to the latest in advanced technology, there are enhanced cellular phone 9-1-1 capabilities.  The 9-1-1 PSAP will receive the wireless callers callback number, the tower address and sector location, and the callers longitude and latitude coordinates. There will be two Public Safety Answering Points (PSAP’s) taking wireless enhanced 9-1-1 calls.  As of the effective date of this final plan, they are:  PSAP A Operated by the Allen County Sheriff located at 333 N. Main, Lima, OH 45801 and PSAP B Operated by the Lima Police Department located at 117 E. Market, Lima, OH 45801.
2. Request to re-appoint Dave Webb, Deputy Director, as a temporary part-time employee.  This will be for the period of January 1, 2006 thru December 31, 2006.  His salary is funded from a grant from FEMA.  Mr. Webb has worked for the EMA in the past.  With his previous work experience in consideration, the EMA would like to re-appoint Mr. Webb for the 2006 work-year. 
C.   Vickie Tarr, CSEA, presented the following:

1. Request approval to employ two of the CSEA’s children to work December 27, 2005 thru December 30, 2005.  The job duties will include helping file and shred in the file room.  These two individuals will be paid at the rate of $9.89 per hour and would not receive any benefits associated with full-time employment.  The two candidates are currently on Christmas break from school and have attained the proper work permits.
2. Request to renew the agreement with Allen County Securities who provides CSEA with on-site security during times and dates specified by the CSEA.  The Vendors rate of pay will be $18.00 per hour with the contract not exceeding $45,000.00.  Allen County Securities have been working for CSEA for the past four years.
3. Request to purchase a copier from Perry Corporation under State Cooperative Purchasing Programs.  This purchase is needed for CSEA’s call center which will be located on the fourth floor of their building.  This floor of the building is currently being renovated and does not have the needed office equipment for the call center.  The cost of the copier is $9,450.00.  CSEA would also like to enter into an ongoing maintenance agreement for $1,290.00 per year which includes all supplies needed for the copier.
D.   A Representative from the Port Authority presented the following:

1. Request to enter into a Revolving Loan Fund Administration Agreement.  The State of Ohio, Department of Development, has permitted the establishment of Revolving Loan Funds within local political subdivisions to meet the primary development goals of: 1) encouraging the expansion and stability of the economic base of the designated area of the Revolving Loan Fund; and 2) encouraging increased employment opportunities, particularly for low-and-moderate-income persons in designated areas of the Revolving Loan fund.  The duration of this agreement would be for a period commencing January 1, 2006 and expiring December 31, 2008.
