MINUTES OF december 22, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 22nd day of December, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Chris Hardesty led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the December 20, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #780-05. Authorize the 2005 10-Year Capital Needs Assessment Report, Capital Improvement Program and Sewer Rate Schedule for the Allen County Sanitary Department.
The Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department has requested approval to establish a 10-year sanitary sewer rate schedule increasing the existing sanitary sewer bill from $75.00 per quarter to $155.00 per quarter in 2013.  The Capital Improvement Program outlines $40 million of capital improvements to comply with state-federal mandates, and replace deteriorating infrastructure.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #781-05. Authorize to enter into a Revolving Loan Fund Administration Agreement with the State of Ohio, Department of Development.
The State of Ohio, Department of Development, through its Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (“OHCP”) administers the federal Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) Program for the State of Ohio.  The Allen County Board of Commissioners has been awarded CDBG Funds from the State of Ohio, Department of Development, for use to finance eligible activities that may generate program income.  The State of Ohio, Department of Development, has recognized the positive impact on community development initiatives when the use of program income is locally determined.  The Department of Development has permitted the establishment of Revolving Loan Funds within local political subdivisions to meet the primary development goals of: 1.) encouraging the expansion and stability of the economic base of the designated area of the Revolving Loan Fund; and 2.) encouraging increased employment opportunities, particularly for low-and-moderate-income persons in designated areas of the Revolving Loan Fund.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #782-05. Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #783-05. Authorize the re-appointment of Dave Webb, Deputy Director, to the EMA.
Russ Decker, EMA, is requesting that the Board re-appoint Dave Webb, Deputy Director to the EMA as a temporary part-time employee for the period of January 1, 2006 thru December 31, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #784-05. Authorize the CSEA to purchase a copier through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.
Lisa Merkle, Director, has requested the Board authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to purchase a copy machine for the Customer Call Center, from Perry Corporation through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program at a cost not to exceed $9,450.00 and enter into an ongoing maintenance agreement for an amount not to exceed $1,290.00 per year which includes all supplies needed for the copier.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #785-05. Authorize the CSEA to hire two individuals for part-time temporary work in the file room.
The Board approved the hiring of two individuals for part-time temporary work to help file and shred in the file room at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency for a period from December 27, 2005 thru December 30, 2005 at a rate of $9.89 per hour.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #786-05. Authorize an amendment with the EMA and the Allen County 9-1-1 Operations Plan.
Russ Decker, EMA submitted a request to amend the contract with the Allen County 9-1-1 Operations Plan due to recent updated technology.  The new services are as follows:  The 9-1-1 Public Safety Answering Points (PSAP’s) will receive the wireless callers callback number, the tower address and or sector location, and the caller’s longitude and latitude coordinates with an accuracy level consistent with FCC Regulations.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #787-05. Authorize a Settlement Agreement with an employee of DJFS.
Based upon a recommendation from Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, the Board approved a Settlement Agreement for an employee at DJFS.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #788-05. Authorize the CSEA to renew an agreement with Allen County Securities.  

Lisa Merkle, Director, requested the renewal of a contract between the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency and Allen County Securities to provide building security, per the contract terms, at a total cost not to exceed $45,000.00.  The contract will be effective commencing January 15, 2006 through January 14, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Chris Hardesty, County Engineering Department, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #789-05.  Authorization to bid on a Dump Truck owned by Lake Township in Logan County.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, requested authorization to purchase a 1996 Ford Series L8000 Dump Truck as well as all equipment installed on the truck.  The sealed bid is contingent upon Allen County taking possession of the truck no later than January 23, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
