MINUTES OF december 27, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 27th day of December, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Bruce Wells led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the December 22, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #790-05. Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Southwood Waterline Fund 4480.
This transfer is being made to adjust the Departmental contribution to the Southwood Waterline project and to clear a negative balance in the fund for an amount of $1,500.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #791-05. Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Engineering Department.
This is an appropriation in the amount of $653,642.26 for an increase amount of $653,642.26 to account for grants paid directly to vendors.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #792-05. Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the CDBG Fund 2414.
This is an appropriation in the amount of $570,000.00 for a decrease of $570,000.00 for Fund #41443631.  The second appropriation is in the amount of $322,000.00 with a new appropriation amount of $35,000.00 for a decreased amount of $287,000.00 for Fund #41444531.  The third appropriation is for $50,000.00 for a decreased amount of $50,000.00 for Fund #414445231.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #793-05. Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Delmar Glen Fund 4501.
This supplemental appropriation is for an original amount of $1,016,000.00 for a new appropriation amount of $680,000.00 for a decrease of $336,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Bruce Wells, Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #794-05, authorize to apply for, accept, and enter into a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund Agreement for the design of a Waste Water Facility.  The Allen County Sanitary District seeks to construct a Waste Water Treatment Plant, American II WWTP, at 4140 Diller Road, Lima, OH.  The Ohio Water Pollution Loan Control Fund requires the government authority to pass legislation for application of a loan and the execution of an agreement as well as designation of a dedicated repayment source.  This is a 5 year loan with a 1% interest rate.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Rick Boerger, Department Operations Manager, Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:  The Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department operates the Shawnee II Wastewater Treatment Plant.  They recently requested that URS Corporation provide engineering services to conduct a study on the plant to determine if the current design of the plant could handle additional flow thus resulting in a plant re-rating.  URS will physically stress test the Treatment Plant.  The proposal has been set up in three steps; the first step is the WWTP Process Evaluation in the amount of $15,000.00.
B. Bruce Wells, Community Development, presented the following:
1.
Request to adopt Resolution #795-05, authorize the cancellation and release of a mortgage for a Community Housing Improvement Program Property in Bath Township.  The owners of the Property have decided to pay off their existing mortgage.  

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
