Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 20, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #921-07.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #922-07.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Motor Vehicle Gas Tax Fund 2002 to the General Fund 1001.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #923-07.   Authorize road name change of the east/west portion of Hartzler Road in American Township pursuant to Section 5541.04 of the ORC.
The University of Northwestern Ohio has submitted a letter of request to change the road name for the east/west portion of Hartzler Road to Racers Way.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #924-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the Clerk Title Building Fund 4070.
An increase of $67,700 has been requested in order to enter into contract with Garman Miller for architect/engineer services for the construction of the new One-Stop Title Building.

An increase of $243,504 has been requested by Becky Saine, County Administrator, in order to enter into contract with Allen Economic Development Group for economic development services for calendar year 2008.

Resolution #931-07.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Savings Building 1171 to the General Fund 1001.

Becky Saine, County Administrator requested the Board authorize the transfer in order to close out the Savings Building Fund into the General fund effective December 31, 2008.
