MINUTES OF DECEMBER 28, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 28th day of December, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Julie Shellhammer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 26, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #925-06.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for roof repairs to the Schnorf Building.

A check has been received from County Risk Sharing Authority for roof repairs to the Schnorf Building as a result of wind damage in the amount of $14,860.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #926-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Highway Escrow Fund #4701.

A request was received from Tony Stechschulte, Director of Accounting, for an increase in the appropriation of $2,604.63 for a new appropriation of $8,344.63.  This is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #927-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Unclaimed Money Fund #1700.

Communication was received by Tony Stechschulte, Director of Accounting, requesting an increase in the appropriation of $9,167.95 for a new appropriation of $47,167.95. This is necessary to appropriate additional funds for current operations.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #928-06.  Authorize a warrant to return an advance to the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 from the Jackson Auglaize Sewer Fund 4006.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested that the Board authorize a transfer to return $40,000 advanced from the Sanitary Engineer’s Office Surplus Fund to the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Project Fund.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #929-06.  Authorize a warrant to return an advance to the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 from the Perry School Sewer Fund 4007.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested that the Board authorize a warrant to return $75,000 advanced from the Sanitary Engineer’s Office Surplus Fund to the Perry School Sewer Project Fund.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #930-06.  Accept Change Order #5 with Tuttle Construction, Inc. for the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project.

Tuttle Construction submitted Change Order #5 in the amount of $17,066.65, increasing the contract to $2,013,599.11.  Dana Sterling previously discussed this Change Order at the December 26, 2006 agenda meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #931-06.  Approve the employment of Matthew Durkee as a full-time Deputy Dog Warden in the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.

Julie Shellhammer, Dog Warden, stated that Matthew Durkee is being hired to replace Andre McConnahea who will be leaving to work in the Sheriff’s Office as a road deputy.   Mr. Durkee shall begin employment January 4, 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #932-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Eastown Road and OPWC Capital Project Funds.

Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, requested an increase of $252,449.29 to contract-projects and an increase of $484,642.62 to direct pay-contracts.  These appropriations are needed for current obligations.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #933-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.

Transfers were requested by the Allen County Recorder’s Office, Sheriff’s Office, Commissioner’s Office and the Board of Elections Office.  Transfers were needed to meet year end obligations.

Commissioner Reiff  moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #934-06.  Supplemental appropriation to the Sheriff’s Rotary Fund 1860.

Communication was received by Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, for an increase in the appropriation of $665.00 to PERS, $765 to Workmen’s Compensation and $11,970 to Medical Premiums.  These increases are needed for current obligations.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #935-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Allentown Road Bond Fund #3888.

Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, requested an increase in the appropriation of $28,700 for a new appropriation of $35,000.  This is necessary to meet current obligations.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #936-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Hotel Lodging Tax Fund 8095.

A request was received from Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, for an increase in the appropriation of $66,295 for a new appropriation of $394,040.  This is necessary to meet current obligations.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:

Nathan Davis, Allen County Engineer’s Office, requested the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #937-06, authorize and direct the County Auditor to issue notices of cash assessments for the Village of Lafayette Petitioned Ditch #1223.   Mr. Davis stated that this project has been dismissed.  All costs have been finalized to date and requested that the County Auditor be authorized to issue notices of cash assessments totaling $23,342.70.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
Greg Sneary read a statement from a publication produced by CCAO regarding Russ Decker from the Allen County Office of Homeland Security & Emergency Management.  Sneary read that Decker has been recognized as the nation’s top local emergency manager by the International Association of Emergency Managers.   Decker has been awarded the “Clayton R. Christopher” award by IAEM as the nation’s local emergency manager of the year.  Decker was also elected to head the IAEM organization in 2889-09.  He won the race for Second Vice President, beating out challengers from Florida and California.  Decker will become the organizations president in the fall of 2008.    Decker stated he is honored by this recognition, however, this could not have been possible without a team effort by local officials, volunteers, etc. within Allen County.   This was proven when the community came together during the ice and wind storm.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
