MINUTES OF december 29, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 29th day of December, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Lynn Shock led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the December 27, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #796-05.  Authorize to enter into a contract with URS Corporation for Engineering Services at the Shawnee II Wastewater Treatment Plant.
The Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department operates the Shawnee II Wastewater Treatment Plant which has a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit average daily design flow of 2.0 MGD, and the required monthly NPDES operational reports, submitted to Ohio EPA, indicate that the plant has reached its average daily design flow capacity of 2.0 MGD.  Richard L. Boerger, Department Operations Manager, has requested that URS Corporation provide engineering services to conduct a study on the plant to determine if the current design of the plant could handle additional flow thus resulting in a plant re-rating.  URS Corporation has provided an engineering proposal set up in three steps.  Step I is the WWTP Process Evaluation at an amount not to exceed $15,000.00. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #797-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #798-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Shawnee II CIP Fund 5401.
Bruce wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer has requested for a transfer in the amount of $30,000.00 from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus Fund to the Shawnee II CIP Fund to cover costs associated with process evaluation, stress testing and analysis of the Shawnee II Wastewater Treatment Plant.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A.  Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, presented the       following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #799-05, authorize the Allen County Department of Job and    Family Services to enter into a contract with Allen County Children Services.  This contract is for the provision of Non-emergency Transportation Services for all Medicaid eligible children in custody.  The contract will be effective January 1, 2006 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $6,000.00.
